           Update on the Pilot

Insurance

Staffing

It was agreed that under staffing there needed to be two separate sections one for extra staff in an education setting and/or in a care setting. It needed to incorporate under fees included whether it was Education based Learning Support and /or Individual based Learning Support.

It was also agreed that the document needed a start date and an end date so people knew when the document was valid from.

It was agreed the Standard Fee Document was to be signed off as ready and will build in the review schedule. It will now go to the Nominated Officers Group for consultation and perhaps be put on the website for wider consultation.

Adrian explained Jacqueline from Placements Northwest would undertake the registration work.

Jean will amend the documents and they will be posted on the Placements NW website for wider comment.

6. AOB

 Jean circulated Stage 3 of the Placements Northwest Individual Children and Young Peoples Outcome Monitoring to be looked at. Jean will have further discussions with David Smith to ensure that the outcomes work undertaken by the Residential and Fostering JWGs is compatible with the national work. It was therefore decided to place this on hold pending the outcome of those discussions and also the NASS pilot for an Outcome Based Monitoring Tool.
